Basic Information for Caving Camporee 2008

The excitement will begin on June 22, 2008 as troops can begin arriving to set up camp.

Activities begin on the evening of June 23rd. Activities this year have been expanded with many other options for adventure.

You choose the dates you want to come and the package you want to sign up for. We’re doing our best to offer flex scheduling for troops who don’t want or can’t afford to spend a week but want to come and enjoy part of the adventure. 

There will be three options offered this year.

The "Basic 3" ($60) includes:

All the components to complete the Caving IPP along with the IPP (i.e. regular walking tour, seminar on bats and caves, a 3-4 hour wild tour in the caverns and the service project)

Gem mining at the caverns

An evening at the local drive in theatre

The "Bonus 4" ($100) includes:

 All the activities of the Basic 3 and one additional activity of your choice from the "7 Days to Do It All" package 

The "7 Days to Do it All" ($150) includes:

All the components of the Basic 3 option plus:

Whitewater rafting 

Mountain biking 

Rock climbing

True wild caving in a cavern with no commercial development

There will be a limited amount of camping gear available for rental at an additional charge for those troops who desire to fly into our local airport. (Located just a few miles from the caverns, airport code is TRI) If you're flying and we know in advance we'll even assist as much as possible with transportation from and to the airport and to offsite activities.

There are a limited number of campsites with electricity for an additional fee so if you are bringing a popup camper and need electricity please indicate it on the registration form.

We do have flushies and showers on site. 

Some of the activities are offsite and it is the troop responsibility to provide transportation to those activities although we will supply maps and directions

It is the troop’s responsibility to make sure Safetywise requirements are met for the number of girls you have in attendance.

There is a service component to the IPP which will include cleaning equipment used after wild tours, working with other troops on keeping restrooms clean, garbage disposed of, and keeping the campground and picnic areas generally looking nice.

Prices are estimated and cannot be completely confirmed until after the first of the year when we can get confirmed agreements with the other groups working with us but should not vary by more than $10 or so.

Check in begins anytime on Sunday with the first events tentatively scheduled to begin on Monday evening so if you want to arrive on Monday that's ok too.

T-Shirts will be available for purchase with advance order for $10 each.

Don't forget there is a May 15th registration deadline although the earlier you register the better shot you have of making sure you have a good level campsite (
There is a $50 nonrefundable deposit with initial registration.
