FAQ’s & Items needed

We can’t arrive before Tuesday and can only stay until Friday, is it possible to do that?

Yes, we offer flex scheduling so as many troops can attend that want to. We will do our best to make sure you get included in all the activities you are interested in doing.

We’ve had more girls want to come and need more tents than what we initially registered for, is that ok?

Yes that is fine but we need to know as soon as possible the corrected number as some campsites are larger than others. Just phone us with the corrected number of tents and the corrected number of participants coming.

When is the balance of the payment due?

T-shirts must be paid for in advance. The balance of the event fee is due upon arrival at the caverns.

What do I need to bring in addition to our regular camping gear?

Below is a list of items needed for specific activities during the camporee for each person participating in the given activity. 

Caving 

DO NOT PLAN ON WEARING YOU FAVORITE CLOTHES TO CAVE IN AS YOU WILL BE GETTING EXTREMELY MUDDY AND THE MUD MIGHT NOT WASH OUT

A headlamp or flashlight

Long sleeved shirt 

Long pants (something that doesn’t rip easily is recommended, as you will be crawling across rocks and in the mud)

Closed toed shoes i.e. tennis shoes or boots but remember THEY WILL BE GETTING WET! (no water shoes, they don’t do well in the dry portions of the cave)

Complete change of clothes for afterwards (You will get wet all the way to your undies)

*Signed release form signed by parent/guardian

Rafting

Swimsuit or shorts and T-shirt you can get wet in

Closed toed shoes (water shoes are fine for this)

*Signed release form signed by parent/guardian

Rock climbing

*Signed release form signed by parent/guardian

Mountain Biking

Any Safetywise requirements for safety equipment

I can’t find the release forms online, where are they?

The release forms will be posted online as soon as there are confirmations as to the companies that we will be using for the various excursions.

What are the campsites like?

Most of the campsites are on a slight slope although there are a few that are on fairly level ground. The ground is hard and fairly rocky although there is a grass covering in most areas.

Are there fire pit/cooking grill areas?

Some campsites have them, some don’t but you are more than welcome to construct one from the various rocks lying around the area if you so desire.

Do you have running water?

Yes to a point. There are faucets scattered throughout the campground but you may need to carry water to your campsite

Do you have showers?

Yes we have a limited number of showers and flushies. Depending on number of troops who attend there may be other arrangements made as well.

What is the weather like?

Most of the time this time of year we have high temperatures in the 80’s with low’s in the lower 60’s. We do occasionally get afternoon showers.

Are there picnic tables at each site?

Most (not all) have one table at the site currently. By camporee time hopefully they will have added more. This is something they are working on. And of course the more confirmed registrations there are early on, the more the caverns will be able to provide for us.

Does the caverns have ice available for purchase?

Currently the caverns and campground do not have ice (they may have by then) but there is a large supermarket 2.7 miles from the caverns and there is a Wal-Mart approximately 15 minutes away. 

Is there a gift shop?

Yes there is a gift shop that has patches and many other souvenirs as well as cold drinks and a few snack items for sale.

What is Round Robin Breakfast?I’ve never heard of it.

Round Robin breakfasts are where your troop signs up to cook for one or more meals (depending on how many troops participate) of breakfast. You will only be required to supply the food for that one breakfast and YOU choose what you will cook and serve. The rest of the meals for the week you eat what other troops have prepared. This is a great way to cut down on food costs and sample other foods that you might not have normally tried. Depending on # of troops you may be paired with another troop for cooking/serving which cuts down on costs even more. You are not cooking for the entire camporee attendees, only those troops that choose to participate. So if you have 14 troops participating then you would be cooking for 14 troops.

Can we still do the Round Robin meals even if we’re only coming for the 3 days?

Of course, you will just be assigned one of the days that you will be with us to cook on.

How will we know if we are cooking with another troop? 

You will receive that information along with day(s) of cooking in the confirmation packets that will go out probably around the end of May after registration is closed.

What is potluck supper?

If there is enough interest there will be one or two nights where all troops contributes a dish or two and everyone shares.

What about the banner contest?

Troops that wish to participate are asked to create a banner showing their troop #, where they are from and anything else creative to show what their troop is like. You will need to bring whatever is needed to display it at your campsite.
